Mission: Holmes Institute offers quality distance education graduate programs in consciousness studies to spiritual leaders prepraring for
service in the global community.

Holmes Institute uses student surveys, graduation rates, retention rates, and ministerial licensure rates where appropriate, to determine
student achievement in the context of the institution's mission.

The cohort is all students registered as active from Fall Quarter 2020 through Summer Quarter 2021. Students may apply and enroll in any
term. There are two completion/graduation periods each year, fall and spring.

Fall 2020 95 continuing + 11 applicants - O withdrawals - 9 graduates = 97 students
Winter 2021 97 continuing + 10 applicants - O withdrawals - O graduates = 107 students
Spring 2021 107 students + 5 applicants - 0 withdrawals - O graduates = 112 students
Summer 2021 112 students + 6 applicants - 3 withdrawals - 1 graduate = 114 students.

For this period, the institutional graduation rate is estimated at 90%.

During the 2020-21 school year, there were 7 graduates from the Masters program and 3 graduates from the CSE program. As previously
noted, since students may enter the program during an quarter, there are a significant number of possible cohorts at any given time.
Students have up to six years to complete the program. Holmes Institute therefore selects all students from Fall through Summer of a given
academic year as its "cohort" and tracks withdrawals, graduations, and new applications for that group.

Overall student retention over the course of the year was 97% (average number of continuing students minus 3 program withdrawals,
divided by the average number of continuing students per term).

Average professional licensure rate for 2020-21 was 100%. Professional ministerial licenses are granted by Centers for Spirirual Living to
those students wishing to move into ministry after completion of program and granting of degree or certificate from Holmes Institute.
